Why Open Access?

Researchers often have to bypass paywalls and spend hours looking or
asking for access to specific articles. We know this is the most tiring part
of the job, but it doesn't have to be that way.

Open access is a broad international movement that seeks to
grant free and open online access to academic
information and knowledge.

A publication is defined ‘open access' when there are no financial, legal
or technical barriers to accessing it—that is to say when anyone can
read, download, copy, distribute, print, search for and search within the
information, or use it in education or in any other way.

We know you cross many paywalls in your literature review research
on Google Scholar and beyond. Good news: you don't have to!
